
NSS report session 2018-19

Three units of National Service Scheme are working in the college to impart the importance of
social service and labour. Dr. Mamta Siddharth is the program officer of Prayam Unit, Ms.
Sadhna Yadav of Second Unit and Mrs. Anju Rani of Third Unit. This year unit no. 100, 100 and
100 volunteers are registered in one, two and three respectively.

The activities of National Service Scheme Program in the college are as follows:

1. The volunteers of the National Service Scheme of the college celebrated International Yoga
Day in the college on 21 June 2018 by practicing yoga.

2. 55 volunteers of the National Service Scheme of the college registered themselves for
Swachh Bharat Summer Internship during the summer vacation, which was the highest in
district Mahendragarh. These volunteers started cleanliness drive in villages Kanti, Kojinda,
Bachhod and Nasibpur and made people aware.

4. On the 150th anniversary of the Father of the Nation Mahatma Gandhi, 'Swachhta Hi Seva'
campaign was conducted by the volunteers of the National Service Scheme of the college from
15 September 2018 to 2 October 2018. In this campaign, volunteers did cleaning work at the
college as well as at main places of the city like Civil Hospital, Jalmahal and Railway Station.
